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Value of cropa grown in this county dropped to $44,580,000
for the year 1938, & decrease of &12,400,000 below 1937 and lower than
any other year gince 1933, Aplary products brought £105,000, not
included above, compared with $360,000 in 1937.

Deeoreaged returns to citrus growers accounted for moat of
tihe reduoction. With a greater crop than 1937 the returns were down
te %18,500,000, a drop of $10,000,000,.

Walnut yields were far beleow normal. Although price per
pound was higher, total valuation dropped from $1,4%8,400 in 1937 to
4722,400 thisg past year. Avocades, on the cther nasnd, produced a
large orop along with an increase 1ln haarln§ acreage. The cropls
value was set at $3058,100, a gain of about 540,000 Ifrom the previous

FesT.

In the berry group 1938 prices were higher, largely on :
account of increased acreage planted to strawberries. Total returns
for strawberries and bushberries came to 51,241,000 in the past year.

An inerease of 7,500 acres in glizlfa plantings did not
offpet lower per ton prices. Acreage totaled 44,000 in 1938 with
returng of 23,044,000, & decresse in returns of $592,000 from 15357.

Truck crops as & group were worth sbout five per cent leas
in 1538 than the yesr before. Carrcts, for the first time, checked
up 4 mlllicn dellar total. BSeveral other vegetables made smaller
gaing while returns feor potatoes, dry onlona, Chili peppers and melons
dlpped sharply. Combined value for truck ocrops and vegetableg listed
in the market garden clasa came to §8,841,790, less by $480,800 than
the rear befors.

Basig for arriving at valuation was on delivery price at the
vholeeale market on all crope except eitrus and avoosdos. For these
two the report is made on totsl f,0.b. price. The report does not
sover livestock and dalry veluations nor de the totsl retwrne inelude
rental and benefit payments made by the Agriculiural Adlustment
Adminietratlon except federal diversion payments for walnuta and
OranEes .

The price, acreage and yleld averages kave been checked with
the state erop statisticlsn's office and prices were compared with
Federal-5tate Market Newa Service quotations. The farm adviagor's
office, seversl hundred farmers, growers! asscelstiona, land companiea,
prorate agencles and dealers were intsrviewed before final determina—
tlon of Tigures used. We wish to thank the many peracns end azenciesg
who furnished crop informatlon.
