The 1965 harvest of plant creps from 108,012 acres in Les Angeles County was valued
at B76,764,000, some #3,917,200 less than last yasr'e gross yaluntion of 80,568,200
and 3% below the most recent S-year average.

When plant erop valvation is cembined with the 1965 livestoek produztion of

fan, 342,285, the wvalue of all farm products refised in the Gounty totals $176,106,885,
This should apain rank Los angelss County among the nation’s ten leading agrlowltural
eounties,

The figures published in thiz report are gross valuations only and do not conslier
costs of production. While theas flguras reflect apriculture’s contritution to the
aacnamy of Loz Anpelea County, they are in ne way ao irdication of net famm income.

Growers of high labor demand erops experlensed some diffieulty during the seascn
becauae of shortages of dependable, experienced harvesi creds.

Eleven crops returned one million dollars or more, They Wersa; alfalfa hay, nUrseTy
stoek, esut flawers, navel oranges, lemons, strawberries, Valencla oranges, dry
eniona, sweet corn, green onions, and carrota,

Citrus: (1965 7,280,000 - 7,489 acres; 194, 9,700,000 - 8,628 aaraa) Wnils
better per undt returns were reslized from the hervest of lemons and navel cranges
this year, total returns for these and other citrus creps wers down beeause of
decreases in both soresge and produchion,

Other fraits and nuts: (1965 $4,910,000 = 6,550 acres; 1904 £5,%249,000 - 6,790
acres) Antelope Valley declducus fruit erop ylelds were generally lower because of
unfavorable weatkes, Higher penr prices resulting from a short crep in other areas
affaet reduced produstion. Stravberry production was adversaely affected by un-
semapnal rains during the peak harvest period,

Alfalfa nay returns apain excesded 7 =illion dollars although late gewson cuttlings
produced lower yields, Recerd sugar beet production of 31.4 tong per acre moere than
of fset the 1,190 acre redustion in plantings, Timely late ralns resulted in an
inereased acroage and production of dry-Termed beans,

Vepetables: (1965 15,024,800 — 12,380 acres; 1964 H16,115,700 - 12,470 acrea)
Preduction apd returns for carrots, celery and several leafy wepelbable crops were
below that of laat year, These decreases weve offaet for the most part by increased
plantings of aweet corn, dry onions, green onlons, radishes and mustard greens,

Mursery atock and out flewers: (19645 336,741,000; 1964 &3¢ ,971,0007 The value of
nursery crops increased slightiy because of expanded plantings and better roturns in
gome eategories, The wolue of cut flowers was down %i due to the effect of
unfavorable weather upon production,

ipiary products: (1965 £341,600; 1964 #306,000)  Boney valuation was up an favorable
weather produced a long pericd of heavy nectar {low. Inereased production offset &
drop in honey prdices.

WG, Department of Aprienlture peyrments
amounting ta B474,000 are not included, Prices have been compared with Federal-
